[1sT IANUARY, 1967]

ENACTED by the Parliament of the United Republic of Tanzania
1. This Act may be cited as the Rent Restriction (Amendment) (No. 2) .
Act, 1966, shall be read as onewith the Rent Restriction Act, 1962 COSS”UC“O”
(hereinafter referred to as the principal Act) and shall come into igmmence
operation on the first day of January, 1967. ment.

(3) The making of any declaration under subsection (1)
or the determination of any terms or conditions under sub-
section (2) shall not render the landlord or, any person acting
on his behalf liable to prosecution for any offence against this
Act in respect of any act or omission of such landlord or
person before the making of such declaration, if such act
or omission would not have constituted an offence but for
such declaration or determination.

recovery from the applicant of possession of any premises

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (1),
where any claim, proceedings or other matter of a civil
nature arising out of this Act and in respect of which
jurisdiction is specifically conferred upon the court by that
subsection is commenced in the High Court, the High Court
may, if it thinksfit so to do, entertain the claim, proceedings
or matter and shall have the same powers as are conferred
upon the court by this Act, but any costs incurred by a
party shall be taxed on the scale applicable to the proceed-
ings before the court.

(38) Nothing in-subsection (1) shal be construed as
conferring upon the court jurisdiction to try any civil suit

(2) Nothing in this section or in the other provisions of
this Act shal be deemed to preclude the court from taking
cognizance of any infringement or alleged infringement of this
Act of any dispute or matter likely to lead to a dispute
between a tenant and a landlord, although such tenant or
such landlord has not made acomplaint to the court under

the provisions of this Act.

(3) Where a complaint has been made against a tenant
or against a landlord, or against the agent or servant of
either of them, or where the court has taken cognizance of
any dispute, or of any facts which are likely to lead to a
dispute between a landlord and a tenant, the court may
summon the parties or the landlord or tenant as the case may
be, to appear before the court at atime and place specified
in such summons for the purpose of investigating such
complaint or dispute.
