WHEREAS the National Milling Corporation -was established as a body

corporate by the National Milling Corporation Act, 1975 to perform
the functions specified in that Act:

AND WHEREAS after the re-establishment of the Co-operatives by the
Co-operative Societies Act, 1982 it is in the national interest that the said
National Milling Corporation have certain modifications in its functions
and powers and provision be made for more efficient management and
control of the Corporation :—

Now THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED by the Parliament of ‘the United
Republic as follows:
