PRELIMINARY

1. This Act may be cited as the Disaster Relief Coordination Act, Short tile
1990, and shall come into operation on such date as the Minister may, and com-
by notice published in the Gazette, appoint. b

2.-(1) Inthis Act, unless the context requires otherwise-
"the Committee” means the Tanzania Disaster Relief Committee estab- lgﬁﬁre

lished by section 3;
“the Director" means the Disaster Relief Director appointed under sec-

tion 11;
"creeping disaster” means a disaster possible of anticipation and permit-

ting of the taking of corrective, action to avoid it or minimise the
seriousness of its consequences,

"the Department” means the Disaster Relief Coordination Department
in the Prime Minister's Office established by section 9;
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"disaster" means an occurrence or series of occurrences, natural or
man-made, causing a catastrophic situation whereby the day-to-day
patterns of life are widely and-suddenly disrupted and people are
plunged into helplessness and suffering and as a result need to be
provided with protection, food, clothing, shelter, medical and social
care and other necessities of life;

"disaster ared" means any areain which there occurs a disaster for which
it is declared to be such an area under section 14;

"disaster preparedness” means the state of being able to anticipate a
disaster undertake timely measures designed to minimise the |oss of
life and property, and to organise and facilitate effective emergency
relief -rationsin time of disaster;

"disaster prevention" means measure designed to prevent natural
phenomenon from causing or resulting in disaster or other related
emergency Situations;

"disaster report” -means a report concerning the occurrence of a disaster,
submitted tinder section 15(3);

"Minister":means the Minister for the time being responsible for matter
regarding the coordination of relief during disasters;

"natural disaster" means a disaster-arising from the interaction of natural
phenomena without the help or planned by man, and includes such
occurrences as earthquakes, hurricanes, floods, droughts, fires or
epidemics;

“the Prevention Sub-Committee” means the Disaster Prevention Com-
mittee established by section 6(2);

"sudden disaster” includes flash floods, earthquakes, epidemics, fires,
cyclones, civil disturbances and war, oilspils, influx or refugees and
town sport accidents.

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(3). The Committee may, with the prior approval of the Minister,

coopt such other persons as it may deem nec&e&ar%/ or desirable for the
purposes of securing the efficient and effective discharge by the Commit-

(4) The Minister may, if he deems it necessary or desirable in the
national interest so to do, by order published in the Gazette, alter the
composition of the Committee specified under subsection (1) and where
he does so, this section shall be deemed to have been amended to that

extent.

(5) Every person appointed to serve on the Committee. other than
a person_apdpm nted by virtue of the office he holds, shall hold office for
such period, not less than three years, as may be specified in the instru-

ment of his appointment.

(6) The Minister may make rules for the regulations and guidance of
the procedure and other business of the Committee and Sub-Committee.

5.--(1) The Committee shall be responsible generally for overseeing

and coordinating the activities of the Government designed to secure
the effective prevention of disasters and the preparedness and operation

of affairsinthe event of a disaster.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of subsection (1), it shall be
the responsibility of the Committee to quide, direct, approve and control
the activities of the Disaster Relief Co-ordination Department, as pro-
w_c%?d under section 8 of the Act, as well as the activities of the sub-Com
mittees.

and of such duration as the Chairman shall consider necessary, or as

the Committee may determine.

(2) For the purpaoses of the better and more expeditious discharge of
its functions, the Committee may establish such other sub-committees

or centres asit may deem necessary or expedient.

11---(1) There shall be a Disaster Relief Director, who shall be ap-
pointed by the President from amongst the senior officersin the public
service, upon such terms and conditions as shall be specified in the
instrument of his appointment.

(2) The Director shall be the Chief executive officer of the Department
and shall be responsible to the Chairman of the Committee for the
management of the business of the Department as well as the execution
of the decisions and directions of the Committee.

12.-(1) For the purposes of securing the proper performance by the
Committee of its functions under this Act, the Department may regw re
in writing any department, organization authority or-person or body of
persons, to furnisn to it:suchinformation required for the purpose of
disaster relief planning operation or prevention asthe Committee or
the Director may deem necessary and specify in writing

(2) Every department, organization, authority person or body of
persons required to furnish information under subsection (1) shall comply
with the requirement and any person or body of persons who refuses
or failsto comply with that requirement is guilty of an offence and shall
be liable on conviction to afine not exceeding ten thousand shillings,
and shall thereafter furnish the information required.

11-41) All information furnished to the Department pursuant to
the section 13 shall be kept by the Department for purposes of record
and may be dealt with or disposed of in such manner and for such
purposes as the Committee may approve or direct.

(2) Save where the Minister directs otherwise, all information fur-
nisrf\_edd to ;Ihe Department pursuant to section 12 shall be treated as
confidential.
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(3? Subject to subsection (4) any member of the Committee or any
employee of the Department who discloses to any person except for the
purposes of the performance of his duties or exercise of his power under
this Act, any information furnished to the Department pursuant to sec-

(5) Subject to subsection (4) where in the performance of its functions
the Committee or the Department discloses to any institution or person
any information furnished to it pursunt to section 12, subsection (3)
shall apply to that institution orthat person as if references in that
subsection to amember of the Committee or an employee of the insti-
tution or, asthe case may be, the personsto whom the Committee or
the Department discloses the information.

(2) Upon receipt of information and advice from the Minister pursuant
to subsection (1), the President may, if he considers necessary that the
Tanzania E_mg?_ency Operation-Plan be applied to the situation, by
notice published'in the Gazette, as well as inany other manner declare
the areain which, the emergency Situation exists to be a disaster area.

15.-(1) Upon the declaration of any area as a disaster area, the
Committee shall as soon as possible cause such measures under the
Tanzania Emergency Operation Plan as may be approdpriate to be taken
in respect of that area and to accord to it a coordinated disaster assistance
effort.

(2) The Minister may, by order published in the Gazette determine
and provide for the procedural activation and operation of the Tanzania
Emergency Operation Plan.

(53) In making an order under subsection (2), the Minister shall pro-
vided for the duties of al official and other persons, including the manner
of reporting the. existence of an emergency situation in any area, as well
as that of reporting the progress being made in the operation of relief
measures in the disaster area.
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16.--(1) The Minister may, after consultation with the Committee, Power to
make regulations for the purposes of better giving effect to the purposes  make

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the power conferred by 1ons
subsection (1), the Minister may make regulations-

(a) providing for the better performance of the duties of the Depart-
ment;

(b) prescribing the functions of sub-committees of the Committee;

(c) providing for the establishment and functions of disaster relief
coordination Committees in regions and districts;

(d) prescribing the centres of operation of the Committee, before,
during and after a disaster;

(e) providing for the further development of the national disaster
relief plan;

(f) prescribing or providing for any other matter or thing which is
'rAequi red or necessary-to be prescribed or provided for under this

ct;

(g) regarding any. other matter.which is necessary or desirable for
the purposes of the better giving effect to the purposes and pro-
visions of this Act.
