"(2) A Local Government authority may reduce or remit payment
of any rate, on account of the inability to pay it; or exempt,'
any person or category of persons specified in subsection
(3), from liability to pay the rate;

(3) The persons-or categories of persons specified for the purposes

of subsection (2) are:

(2) any person who is completely dependent on others for his
livelihood;

(b) women who are completely dependent on their husbands or
other persons for their livelihood;

(c) full-time students of the age of or above eighteen gears who
are, for inability to work, dependent on other for their liveli-
hood;

(2) Notwithstanding with subsection (1), where the mem-
bers of any local government authority are, for any sufficient
reason, discontented or dissatisfied with the performance of
the chief executive officer of the authority, the authority shall
not take any action to remove him but shall, instead transmit
an appropriate resolution of the members to the Minister,
together with such other facts and information as will enable

the Minister to make a decision in the matter or if necessary,
to give appropriate advice to the President who shall be the
final appellate authority. -
